PUBLIC HEARING -2013 BUDGET REVENUE SOURCES AND PROPERTY 
TAXES

 
Mayor Walton recessed the regular meeting at 7:57 pm and opened a Public Hearing for the purpose of discussing the 2013 Budget Revenue Sources and Property Taxes.

STAFF REPORT: 


City Clerk/Treasurer Maria Peña reviewed the 2013 Revenue Sources and 2013 Property Taxes. 


Ordinance No. 937 sets the dollar amount of the property tax levy at $4019, which was an increase of 1% from the previous year.

Citizen Ray Minor asked what a fiscal year for the city was and where can you see 
how the funds would be spent?  Mr. Minor also asked if the city could run a deficit 
budget.

PUBLIC HEARING -2013 BUDGET PROPOSED EXPENDITURES

 
Mayor Walton recessed the regular meeting at 8:23 pm and opened a Public Hearing for the purpose of discussing the 2013 Proposed Expenditures.

City Clerk/Treasurer Maria Peña provided Councilmembers with a staff report and reviewed fund expenditures for the City’s 2013 budget.

COUNCILMEMBERS COMMENT PORTION OF THE HEARING:  

Mayor Walton reviewed a few expenditures with Councilmembers.

Mayor Walton closed the hearing and opened regular meeting at 8:34 pm.

MASTER FEE SCHEDULE UPDATE


Mayor Walton explained changes made to Master Fee Schedule were:  




1) A $30.00 Fence Permit Fee was added




2) Schedule H-Sewer-Rates were increased 3%  

   




3) Schedule I-Water-Rates were increased 6%  

Motion:  Councilmember Barrow moved to approve Resolution No. 2012-12 amending the 
     City’s Master Fee Schedule.  Councilmember Silva seconded. Motion carried 

     unanimously.

RESOLUTION SETTING THE SALARY SCHEDULE FOR 2013


Resolution 2012-13 was to set the employee’s salary schedules for the year 2013. The 
schedule included a 2.5% COLA over salaries set for 2012 for all Union and Non-Union 
employees. 

Motion:  Mayor Pro Tem Quinton moved to approve Resolution No. 2012-13 setting the Salary 
    Schedules for 2013. Councilmember Barrow seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

FRANKLIN COUNTY EMERGENCY INTER-LOCAL AGREEMENT


The City of Connell reviewed and signed an Inter-Local Agreement with Franklin 
County Emergency Management every two years. The agreement was due to be 
reapproved and signed. One significant change to the previous agreement was the 
length 
of the agreement changed from 2 years to 8 years. Councilmembers held discussion.
Motion: Councilmember Barrow moved to approve the Franklin County Emergency 

  Management Inter-local Agreement January 2013 to December 2020 and authorize 
  Mayor Walton to sign. Mayor Pro Tem Quinton seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

TRI CITY SWAT-INTER-LOCAL AGREEMENT

City Attorney Dan Hultgrenn reviewed his concerns with the Tri-Cities Regional Swat 
Inter-Local Agreement. The agreement charge was $1000 per year for a maximum of two 
“call-outs.” If an agency went over two, then there would be a fee of $500 per call out.  
Questions that were address:



1)  What agencies would be participating in the Inter-local agreement?



2)  When did the year for the agreement start and end?



3)  Who could request the Tri City Swat team for assistance?

Unfinished Business: Bring back to next council meeting with clarification.
