Motion: Councilmember Silva moved to approve the agenda as presented. Councilmember Barrera seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
ORDER OF BUSINESS
ARBOR DAY PROCLAMATION – APRIL 26,2019
Deputy City Clerk Marissa Ortiz reported that the City of Connell had received the Tree City USA recognition. In honor of Arbor Day, the City of Connell would hold an Arbor Day celebration at Striker on April 27th, at 10:00 a.m. Garth Davis from the Washington Community Forestry Advisory Council would deliver tree seedlings and Connell FFA would donate planters with soil. Provided for Council was the Proclamation proclaiming April 26th as “Arbor Day.” 

Motion: Councilmember Barrera moved to approve Arbor Day Proclamation proclaiming the last Friday in April as Arbor Day. Councilmember Escalera seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.

POOL ASSESSMENT PROPOSAL
Provided for Council’s review and approval was the Professional Services Agreement for the Connell Swimming Pool Condition Assessment. ALSC Architects was selected as the top consultants for this project. City Administrator Maria Peña stated they had submitted a cost 
proposal of $47,000, the city had included $50,000 in the budget for the assessment. The proposal outlined the tasks to be completed by ALSC who would conduct a kickoff meeting with the Mayor, Parks & Recreation Committee, and staff to discuss the project. The duration of the work would be completed by October 18, 2019.
Motion: Councilmember White moved to approve the proposal and professional services agreement with ALSC Architects. Councilmember Escalera seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously.
